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Wat Phra Phutthabat




Located in Phra Phutthabat district,

Saraburl with a total area of about
2,800 acres.




Built by King Sengthem during the
Ayutthaya period in 1624,
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This temple contains a Mondop or Mandapa housing the Buddha's footprint that was first
discovered in the reign of King Songtham in the Ayutthaya period. The square Mondop is .
situated on the hill and is elaborately decorated in a giided and coloured glass infay design,
with fine mother-of-peart inlaid.door panels. There are 3 Naga staircases up the hill to the:
complex, which also contains Phra Ubosot-the ordination hall and Wihan Rais - the votive halls
of the Ayutthaya to early Raftanakosin period.
